This enhanced
version of the OPMBCS was collegially decided among mandamus agencies in a
consultative meeting held last 25 May 2017. They also agreed to break down the 5-
year targets annually and prepare the yearly plans to be submitted to the MBCO by 20
June 2017 for consolidation.

We eamestly hope that you would find the attached revised 2017-2022
OPMBCS in order thereby meriting its formal approval and ratification of the MBAC.
